The Department of Arkansas Heritage has awarded a grant to Main Street Helena 

to support its local Heritage Month activities. The Department designates the 

month of May as Arkansas Heritage Month, with a different theme every year. This 

yearõs theme is òOnly in Arkansas: Exploring Our Natural Heritageó.  

The local project is entitled òRivers, Ridges, and Roadsó, and celebrates the unique-

ness of the area and its natural aspects. Helena -West Helena is the only community 

in Arkansas that sits on the Mississippi River and two national scenic byways. Ac-

tivities will include a lecture series, student field trips, guided canoe trips  on the 

Mississippi River, and an art/photography contest.
